THE U.S.A. FLAG

The American Flag, popularly called the Stars and Stripes, or Old Glory, dates back to the American Revolution, the period during the last half of the 18th century in which the Thirteen Colonies gained independence from the British Empire to become the first states of the USA. When the Declaration of Independence was signed on 4th July 1776, the colonists needed a national flag to symbolize their union and independence. The first flag was adopted in 1777 but then it had many changes whenever new states have been admitted to the Union. The red, white and blue flag represents the growth of the nation. The national flag has 13 horizontal stripes, 7 red and 6 white, and in the top left hand corner 50 white stars on a blue ground. The 13 stripes stand for the thirteen original states, while the 50 stars represent the actual states of the Union. The flag is paraded at all sports events, hangs in every classroom and is flown over all Government offices which is useful if you are looking for a post office. When taking the flag down it is important to fold it in the correct way. It is folded several times. When it is finished, it must form a triangle with the stars facing upwards. Americans are patriotic too. Many of them think that America is the best, the first and the greatest nation in the world, and that their flag is the flag of freedom.
